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AniMeals Volunteer Food Exchange Program 
 

It was a particularly hectic day at the shelter when we received a phone call from a lady asking 
for help feeding her dogs.  She said she was feeding them rice and chicken noodle soup. My 

heart broke for her.  She came in, we set her up and she went on her way, much relieved 
knowing that her four legged family members were now taken care of.  

 
It got me thinking...one of the things we are always in short supply of is volunteer help in the 

shelter. We have been so busy helping other people we have forgotten to ask for help for our-
selves. With the number of families and their pets needing assistance on the increase, we cre-
ated the AniMeals Volunteer Food Exchange Program, so that we can all help each other.  

 
Historically when we send food to the Missoula Food Bank, 1000 pounds gets distributed to the 

needy in one week, which doesnôt really meet the need as the portions allotted are very small. 
So here is  what we decided to do. When you have a 
need, it doesnôt matter if you have one small dog or 

three large ones, you will receive enough food to feed 
all of them for a month. The same goes for families with 

cats. In return we ask for 4 hours of volunteer service 
in the warehouse/shelter.  
 

We are expecting that this will increase the amount of 
food going out of here by a minimum of 4000 pounds 

monthly (the numbers are staggering when you stop 
and think about it). So we will be stepping up our ef-
forts in order to meet that demand, and look forward to 

helping more families throughout the year.
